Expression of Interest
Introduction: The Gwydir Valley Irrigators Association (GVIA) was successfully granted $615,000 through the joint Federal/State Government Funded Achieving Sustainable Ground Water Entitlements Programme Community Development Fund.

The purpose of the funding is to investigate horticultural opportunities for the Gwydir Valley, and provide financial assistance to irrigators seeking to install horticulture suitable irrigation systems.

In the later part of 2009 GVIA commissioned NSW Industry and Investment to prepare a report identify horticultural crops that could be successfully and economically grown in the Gwydir Valley. This report “Horticultural Alternatives in the Lower Gwydir” is now available by contacting GVIA on 02 67521399 or 0427 521399. The report has been publicized in the media, by email, and through other channels.

The project is now moving into the application stage.

GVIA has limited funding available to assist interested parties to further investigate the feasibility of horticulture at either an individual or group scale, and can offer funding of up to $5,000 per hectare (maximum programme total 109ha) to irrigators who decide to develop irrigated horticultural activities.

To proceed to the formal application stage, potential applicants must complete and lodge an Expression of Interest   form with GVIA by Wednesday, March 31, 2010.

Only irrigators who have lodged a valid Expression of Interest form by that date will be eligible for financial assistance for planning and investigations; and to lodge a formal funding application to assist in the installation of a horticulture suitable irrigation system.
